6. Host Schools are requested that no trophy awarded for the overall first position in
the Cultural Festival i.e. Information Technology, Performing Arts, Still Arts and Literary
Activities of IPSC.

8 Guidelines/Norms to conduct IPSC Sports/Games/Competitions/Tournaments/ Events
as approved In the Annual General Meeting of IPSC held at Sharda Residential Scheol, Udipi on
07 Jan 2011 are as under:-

(a) Sportin rit and d duct of Hosts:-
The host school must make every effort to ensure that the tournament is conducted
in the best spirit of the public ethos. This includes fair and sporting behaviour from |
Es all members of the Host School as well as from referees and other officials.
(b) A Neutral Observer:-
The host school must invite a neutral observer from a non-participating school who
could/should be appointed by the Director (Sports), IPSC/Chairperson, IPSC.
(c) Appeals and Protests:- -
There should be a formal system and printed proforma in place for lodging a protest
or complaint to a pro decided appeal committee (which could include the neutral
observer). All participating teams should be informed of this procedure at a meeting
before the start of the tournament at which all teams are present. Any complaint to be |
registered should be accompanied by a fee (to be settled by the IPSC) which must be
paid to have the complaint registered. The decision of the committee should be
binding on the school for that tournament. However, the Head of a School can
register a protest which must be Immediately forwarded to the Director (Sports), IPSC
and the Chairperson, IPSC with a copy to the Head of the Host School. In such
[_ events, the Executive Committee would take a considered decision on the matter. |

The Role of Coaches:- i
No team should be allowed to pull out of a tournament after It has begun without the written |
(faxed) approval of the Head of the concerned participating school. This decision should not be
taken by the coaches. If a team pulls out after even one match has already been held, it should |
be considered a ‘walk-over'or a ‘bye’, y

Alcohol:-
There must be no alcohol served by the host school on campus to coaches and managers of |
teams, '

Visiting Team Behaviour:-

Vesting teams must follow all rules of conduct of the host school. As already approved by the
IPSC at the AGM, the prerogative lies with the host Principal to take appropriate action against a
team which misbehaves or breaks the code of conduct of the host school. Helshe must intimate
the Director (Sports) and the Chairperson, IPSC of any action taken, as soon a possible -
preferably by email or fax. .

Picking of Lots for Fixtures:-
Picking of lots for fixtures should be done in the presence of all participating teams that have

reported on time. Accepted All-India norms should be followed for this procedure for placing
the teams in the various pools. Eg: Previous year's top two teams are placed in different pools.
